There are no casting blocks on the arms which seat positively and accurately in sockets on the torso. The
main body part has only minimal casting blocks on the bottoms of the feet which can be eliminated in a matter
of minutes with a file and sanding stick.

No filling should be required to have the kit ready for painting. | would be tempted in this case to use white

glue for assembly and simply wipe any excess glue away with a damp g-tip and it should be ready to prime
and paint. Al'l in all, this is a super little kit
cessory for your Kinetic F-86 or Czech Model F-80.

Most of the units have photos of the various aircraft assigned. These photos are both color and black and
white. The photos are well reproduced and many are previously unpublished. Every type of bomber is cov-
ered from the early and prewar bombers such as the Do-23 to the late war types such as the Me-328 are cov-
ered. Fighter bombers are not forgotten either with photos of FW-190s, Bf-109s and Bf-110s covered. Mistel
types are covered in the appropriate sections. The main bomber types are covered in great detail with many
unique paint schemes and markings.

Many of the units emblems are shown in full color in the margins of the book. There is an index of the
bomber unit identity codes so that a historian or modeler can identify a unit from a photo. There is also an
index containing a bibliography for those looking to expand their knowledge on the bomber force. A person-
nel index is also included, as well as, a location index.

This is a research document, plain and simple. The quality photos and the level of research provided in this
book make this book an essential document for the modeler and historian.
