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If ever there was a plane that looked fast while sitting still, it was the F-104 or as it 
is more commonly known, the Starfighter. With its sleek needle like fuselage it 
easily looked capable of its top rated speed of Mach 2 +. The F-104G was the 
European built variant of the Starfighter and differed in a number of ways from its 
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cluded substantially strengthening the airframe to allow for improved  low level 
operations, the addition of an improved F-15A NASARR fire control system(North 
American Search and Ranging Radar), an additional hard point under each wing 
to allow for an improved weapons load of up to 4,000 pounds and all weather avi-
onics.
