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Michael Lampros was member of IPMS DC for over thirty years. Like more than a 

few of us, he was an excellent modeler who didn't build as often as we wanted 

him to. But those of us who saw his work got a rare treat. Mike actually built more 

models for other people than for himself. He did several presentation models for 

guest speakers at our meetings. One example was a 1/48 Dauntless built for 

Richard Best (the Battle of Midway pilot who sank the Akagi). He also did a beau-

tiful Curtiss R3C-2 Racer for Tom Foxworth, author of the "The Speed Seekers". 

He did professional work on request, and his models have graced the shelves of 

several museums. 
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Mike was Vice-President of the Chapter for 

five years in the early 1990's. His main job 

was to come up with programs, and he pro-

duced some great ones.  

 

Among the guest speakers he cajoled into 

visiting were WWII ace and Flying Tiger Ed 

Rector, Korean F-86 ace Leonard Lilley, the 

afore-mentioned Richard Best and RAF 

Wellington pilot Handley Rogers. He also 

got aviation authors and historians such as 

Tom Foxworth and Jeff Ethel to be regular 

patrons of the Chapter. 

 

Mike was always there for every IPMS 

event. He was a Contest Judge at nearly all 

IPMS DC conventions and shows, and was 

always present for every mall show and 

model demonstration that we did at muse-

ums such as NASM or College Park Airport 

Museum. A perhaps little-known fact is that 

the annual IPMS NOVA Model Classic was 

his brainchild and he was the driving force behind it's inception (after unsuccessfully pitching the idea to IPMS 

DC!). He worked tirelessly for our Chapter for many years and was always a front-line promoter of the hobby. 

 

Many of us have been the recipients of Mike's vast knowledge of model subjects. He was the one we called 

 



when we needed information on an obscure plane, 

tank or ship. And he was the one who would come 

to a meeting even when he was feeling bad just be-

cause he "owed someone some information" and 

would bring in articles or pictures that he'd faithfully 

copied. He was instrumental in researching details 

for many decal sheets and would not stand for so 

much as one wrong digit in a serial number. He was 

a stickler for historical accuracy. 

 

Those of us who knew him, even casually, will re-

member his kind and gentle nature, his quick wit 

and sense of humor, and his expert knowledge of all 

things related to plastic modeling and aviation his-

tory. We will sorely miss him. 

 

Mike was 49 when he passed away. He is survived 

by his father, Alexander Lampros, of Springfield, VA. 
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
