Introduction:  

Iôm sure the reaction many readers will have to an article on building the Minicraft F4U-5N will be ñwhy?ò  To 

be sure, building this kit when the excellent Hasegawa rendition is easily at hand makes it a fair question.  It 

all started when my good friend and fellow Hyperscaler, Floyd Werner was lamenting that he had been asked 

to build the recently reissued kit to review for  IPMSUSA.   Knowing I am a Corsair fanatic and that I probably 

knew about the kit, Floyd wanted to know what he was in for.  I must say that upon hearing that Minicraft had  

Building the Minicraft F4UBuilding the Minicraft F4UBuilding the Minicraft F4U ---5N: 5N: 5N:

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reissued the kit for the 

princely sum of $35.00, my 

first thought was, ñWow, 

what balls!ò  I was indeed 

familiar with the kit having 

eagerly torn open mine 

when it was first released in 

the mid 90s- to great disap-

pointment.   We Corsair 

fans are no stranger to dis-

appointment, but even so, 

the subpar elements of the 

Minicraft kit were a real 

downer.  I put mine far back 

on the shelf for a much later 

day.  Suffice it to say that it 

had sat there until Floyd 

cam around asking about it.  

Based on what I recalled 

and the subsequent release of the much better Hasegawa kits, 

this is one kit I thought would not be reissued.  In any event, not 

wanting Floyd to venture forth alone, I decided I would build 

mine to commiserate, and see what I could do with it at the 

same time. 

 

The Kit: 

It had been a while since I had looked at the kit and all I really 

remembered was that it had issues.  Looking at it again with the 

benefit of having recently completed a book on the Corsair, I 

quickly recalled why it had sat so long on my shelf.  The kit con-

sists of three trees of light gray plastic and one in clear.  The 

detail on the kit is engraved but only just so.  The lines are soft and very indistinct.  My upper wing halves 

were very thin but were horribly warped.  Fortunately, the plastic was quite soft so I was able to heat them in 

hot tap water and bend against the warp to get them back close to true.  

 

Close inspection of the detail parts reveals a number of accuracy issues.  The prop blades are the wrong 

shape tapering towards the tip rather than presenting a consistent chord for the majority of the prop length.  

The carburetor intakes are too short in the vertical dimension. The kit engine is really only an approximation 

of an early R-2800 and lacks the cylindrical crank case and bolts of the units installed in late model Corsairs.  

The position of the lower exhausts is too high and should be much lower on the fuselage.  The cockpit lacks  
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detail with flat panels onto which the modeler is supposed to apply decals.  The configuration of the cockpit is 

also wrong being much closer to the arrangement of the F4U-4 in which the rear armor served as a seat 

back.  The F4U-5 had a very distinctive seat with arm rests installed.  The wheels bear no resemblance to 

those installed on any Corsair variant other than being round.  The fuselage and tail wheel doors contain cut-

outs for the tire which were eliminated on the F4U-5.  While most of the panel lines on the kit are faint and 

hard to see, the break between the rudder and fin is huge.  On the plus side, the axles on the gear struts are 

some if the finest I have seen on an injected kit, so I guess thereôs always a silver lining. 

 

Taking all this in, I had to de-

cide what to address and 

what to live with.  I didnôt 

want to take forever as I was 

hoping to get it finished at 

the same time Floyd com-

pleted his to photograph 

them together.  That ruled 

out rescribing the panel lines 

and reshaping the intakes.  

Fortunately, most of the oth-

er problems were easy to 

address with alternate parts.  

I stole a prop out of an old 

Monogram F4U-4 (one of the 

few nice parts in that kit!).  I had an 

extra set of wheels from a Hobby-

craft F4U-1.  Quickboost didnôt 

have an engine for the F4U-5 but 

did offer one for the F4U-7.  I fig-

ured that would be close enough 

for this turkey.  True Details offers a 

lovely and relatively inexpensive 

cockpit for the Hasegawa F4U-5.  

While the need for it in the Hasega-

wa kit is debatable, it was essential 

for this kit, so I ordered one in the 

hopes I could make it fit.  I decided 

I could fill in the notches for the tail 

wheel in the fuselage and the doors 

without too much trouble and would 

see about the exhaust location. 

 



Construction Begins: 

My first priority was to assess the fit potential of the after-

market items . If the engine and cockpit wouldnôt fit, I fig-

ured I could bail out of the project without having wasted 

too much time.  Fortunately, the engine worked out fine 

after figuring out how much of the kit parts to retain.  I 

ended up mating the rear cylinder bank to the resin part 

after grinding it flat on a sander.  The True Details cockpit 

was even easier.  It was virtually a drop fit after removing 

a portion of the locating tab on the right fuselage half and 

grinding the rear cockpit opening to match the shape of 

the resin replacement bulkhead.  This task was easily ac-

complished with a Dremel grinding bit.  

 

Confident that all the replacement parts would go in, I took 

care of the other corrections I wanted to make.  I filled the 

incorrect lower exhaust indentation with talcum powder 

and Gorilla brand superglue.  I highly recommend this 

combination for a quick and easily sanded filler.  The Go-

rilla superglue contains a rubberized element that makes it 

very easy to sand and with the addition of the talcum pow-

der, easier still.  Be sure to get regular talc and not the 

cornstarch variety, though.  The cornstarch stuff wonôt 

work.   

 

On the kit, the notch is almost in front of the location of the 

wing and should be underneath the fuselage behind the 

lower cowl flaps.  I used a needle file to create new inden-

tations and refined the shape with sandpaper.  I also in-

serted plastic card stock into the notches in the tail and 

faired over them with the superglue/talcum mixture to 

eliminate all traces.  For the notches in the tail doors, I put 

a piece of Scotch frosty tape on the outer surface and 

used the superglue/talcum mixture to fill in behind.  After 

running some accelerator over the filler, I was able to sand 

the filler on the inner surfaces of the door to eliminate the 

notches after a few minutes work.  

 

For the most part, the rest of the construction was fairly 

normal.  The fit of the wing to the fuselage wasnôt particularly good but was easily addressed with more su-

perglue and talc.  One advantage of this filler is that it can be scribed over with ease and

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has the same texture as the surrounding plastic so restoring obliterated panel lines wasnôt a problem.   

The clear parts are extremely thick but a bath in Future helped them immensely.  Unfortunately, the fit of the 

windscreen is very poor.  I thinned the inner surface of the part by scraping with an X-Acto blade and used 

white glue to fair in the windscreen once I had the fit reasonably close. 

 

I also made a couple of scratch built sway braces for the starboard inner pylon as I wanted to only add one 

drop tank, a common configuration. 

 

Painting and Markings: 

I was quite concerned that my normal practice of priming the airframe would cause the indistinct panel lines 

to all but disappear.  I went ahead anyway and was pleasantly surprised to see that they still showed up fairly 

well.  For contest quality results, you really need to rescribe the whole airplane but I donôt plan to enter this in 

any contest.  I have to confess that I am still working to achieve a realistic dark sea blue finish.  I definitely 

wanted to show a difference between the flat paint used on the anti-glare panel on the top of the fuselage in 

front of the cockpit and the rest of the aircraft, so I first painted the plane with a custom mixture of Tamiya

gloss paints.    After applying the kit decals, I made the mistake of flat coating the model to blend them in. 

This it did but really eliminated the sheen of the gloss paints. The decals themselves were OK but silvered 

despite being applied on a gloss surface.  The squadron insignia beneath the windscreen also became very 

indistinct once placed over the dark blue paint.  Repeated applications of Solvaset made things passable but 

I would use an aftermarket sheet next time.  I painted the anti-glare panel with untreated flat Tamiya colors 

and this created some difference but not as much as I was hoping for.  Next time, I am going to try a semi-

gloss overcoat for the dark sea blue. 

 

Weathering: 

One aspect I really wanted to capture was the distinctive 

exhaust patterns on the Korean War-era Corsairs.  I be-

gan by first establishing the streaks with Tamiya Light 

Earth mixed with white.  I then traced the edges of the 

exhaust streaks with thin lines of Tamiya Flat Black and 

Red Brown mixed in a 50/50 ratio.  Finally, I added verti-

cal streaks of black pastel to replicate the interrupted pat-

tern often seen on these machines.  I also added some  

 



streaks of raw umber oil paint near the openings.  I used a dark gray mixture to add some chipping on the 

leading edges of the wings and a silver Prismacolor pencil to chip the upper surfaces of the wings and 

around the cockpit and cowling.    

 

Conclusion: 

It is hard to know quite how to sum up this build.  One could say it is a decent kit if you replace the prop, en-

gine, cockpit and wheels.  If you went ahead and replaced the fuselage wings and tail planes with the Haseg-

awa parts you then have the makings of a great kit.  Given the numerous flaws and the high retail price of the 

reissue, it could never recommend it to anyone over the Hasegawa kit.  On the other hand, I have to admit, I 

had fun working through all of the challenges and the final result doesnôt look horrible.  I certainly felt that all 

of the aftermarket upgrades were far more needed in this application than in the Hasegawa kit.  I suspect  

that building Hasegawaôs version would provide a different kind of enjoyment and the final result would cer-
tainly look better with less work.  At the end of the day I  
guess each modeler has to decide for themselves whether  
the result is worth the effort. 
 

Epilogue: 

As it turns out, though I started this build to ñshare the painò 

with Floyd, he found it so flawed that he received permission 

not to finish the build.  I guess no good deed goes unpun-

ished, but I did have fun so it wasnôt all for naught!

One of my top five aircraft is the Messerschmitt Bf 

109, and I can rarely pass up a book on the sub-

ject.  (Lucky for me the other four are not so heavi-

ly covered in print!)  The recent ñBlack Fridayò 

Squadron Mail Order sale gave me a chance to 

pick up this title, and I did so with really no 

knowledge of its contents.  Now I know the Top-

drawings series from Kagero is all drawings, no 

photos, at least in this volume.  However there are 

a lot of drawings, and they are reproduced in the 3 

most popular scales for plastic models, 1/72, 1/48 

and 1/32.  Interspersed amongst the drawings are 

several sketches and isometrics, which appear to 

have been taken from manuals for the Bf 109.  These include pilots seat, wings sectioned to show rib struc-

ture, instrument panels and so forth.  This book will come in very handy for checking or modifying a few kits in 

my unbuilt collection.   

 

Included is a 7 Ĳ x 10 İ decal sheet for five aircraft that are the subject of ptrofile views on the front and back 

covers and center pages of the book.  These are:

My name is Ben Sweezey, and I 

am the man behind V1 decals, a 

new source for model airliner 

decals and custom decals.  Alt-

hough I only recently decided to 

try and turn my hobby into a 

business, I first got into the busi-

ness of making decals a little 

over 2 years ago almost by acci-

dent it seems.  Having grown up 

in Ottawa, the capital of Cana-

da, and being quite an avid avi-

ation enthusiast I began collect-

ing snap-fit plastic models of 

some of the local airliners.  Now 

as Iôm sure everyone who col-

lects such models knows, there 

is ALWAYS something that 

youôd love to have that hasnôt 

been released and likely never 

will be.  So one day I had the 

brilliant idea of building some 

custom made models to fill 

those gaps, and in a 

ñcustomizingò mood I decided I 

would try and make some of my 

own decals to fill even more of 

them!  ñHow hard could it be?ò I 

thought, and what an under-

statement that was...  Countless 

hours and over a month later I 

finally was able to produce my-

self about 5 liveries. 

 

 



To help justify the time I took to make them though, I tried to sell them to other modellers on the various inter-

net forums, and sold quite a few sets!  Also had a number of modellers commission me to make many more 

custom decals for them, and then it really all took off from there.  Over the past year or so Iôve built up my in-

ventory of over 100 liveries (and growing weekly it seems) from all the custom work I do for others.  These 

days I try to set aside some of 

my spare time to keep designing 

more liveries others have re-

quested from me, or others that 

Iôve always wanted to try which 

typically yields about 5 or 10 

new liveries per month.  All my 

decals are for scale airliners, but 

the interesting thing is that a lot 

of them are of all those lesser known airliners from all over the world.  Iôve done a lot of custom work for my 

fellow Canadian modellers which explains the abundance of Air Canada liveries and other Canadian subjects, 

but there are also many other airlines such as JAL, Yemenia, Arkefly, PAL, Turkmenistan, and Cubana.  You 

can even find some fantasies such as an Olympic Airways 777, and Air Canada TU-154, and a Vancouver 

Canucks 737-800. 

 

All my decals are designed in 

Adobe Fireworks which I practi-

cally grew up using and I find it 

great for making decals with all 

of its great features.  Once they 

are designed, they are printed 

on Microscaleôs Trim Film; the 

thinnest, toughest, and above 

all, the easiest decal paper to apply, and then coated with a decal bonder.  I make my decals easy to apply by 

pre-positioning most of the details on the sheet.  Tired of having to apply each window, door, title, and other 

details individually?  So was I!  When possible I try to make most of the one side of a fuselage into a single 

decal, and I always include windows doors, cockpits, cargo doors and the works with my decals.  Some other 

decal makers have stopped doing this, forcing you to buy and apply them separately, and I think itôs ridicu-

lous.  As Gandhi once said, ñYou must be the change you wish to see in the worldò. 

 

As with every new business, there are growing pains and places 

for improvement, but in due time V1 Decals aims to become a 

reputable source for your quality airliner decals and decal cus-

tomization.

sources.  You will occasionally rec-

ognize profiles youôve seen from Squadron-Signal pubs and other mainstays.  What this means is that the 

original mistakes get repeated hereðgarbage in, garbage out.  That said, this is the worldôs largest library of 

aircraft markings.  Put ñWings Paletteò in your search engine and expect to spend many hours there.

During this past October, I had the 

pleasure to visit the Polish Aviation 

Museum (http://

www.muzeumlotnictwa.pl/

indexen.php) in Krakow, Poland. 

The museum is located in the city 

and accessible by public transpor-

tation, but I suggest taking a taxi to 

preserve your peace of mind. As 

the cab turned off of the main road 

to enter the grounds of the muse-

um, I was intrigued to see a tree-

lined, winding cobble 

brick road leading up to 

the museum entrance. 

There are not too many 

museums that I can I say 

have ever visited with 

such a picturesque set-

ting. 

 

The main building of the 

museum appears to be 

relatively new. As I en-

tered the museum there 

was a small ticket win-

dow, where I paid about 

my $2.90 entrance fee.  
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After viewing a few exhibits that were in display inside the museum, I stepped out of a doorway that lead me 

to the various museum buildings throughout the grounds. I would liken the layout of the Polish Aviation Muse-

um to that of the Duxford Museum, albeit on a much smaller scale.  

 

As I stepped out onto the grounds, I noted to myself what a crisp morning it was and even saw a light layer of 

fog across the ramp area. It was 

with great excitement as I began to 

take my first steps onto the 

grounds and saw the aircraft col-

lection. There were a series of 

buildings, each containing various 

aviation themes. My initial reaction 

was how crowded the ramp area 

was with parked aircraft. A nice 

attribute to identify when visiting a 

aviation museum. 

 

Towards the end of my visit, I 

stopped for a coffee and noticed a 

small building about 100ô long out-

side of the caf® window. As I re-

viewed the museum map, I noticed 

that the building contained the 

World War I collection. Although I 

am not a big fan of World War I 

aircraft, I decided to take a look 

and get some photos for our club 

Vice President, Scott Bricker, who 

does like that type of aircraft. The 

museum at this point was empty, 

with the exception of a group of 

high school students who were 

walking along the ramp area.  
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After a 4+ hour  day at 

the museum and begin-

ning to succumb to a bit 

of jet lag, I was motivat-

ed to do my look-see and 

then leave the museum. 

As I began to enter the 

building, I had no idea 

what to expect and never 

thought I would now de-

velop such an apprecia-

tion for World War I air-

craft.   

 

As I passed through the 

hangar door, I stepped 

inside and realized I was 

saying wow to myself. 

And it was not due to the 

interior setting of a cold 

concrete floor, natural 

daylight coming from win-

dows across the length of 

the exterior walls, or the 

small single rope provid-

ing a security barrier not 

at arm or knee level, but 

at toe level, around each 

of the 7 aircraft.  As I 

read the Polish & English 

information placards for 

each aircraft, I learned 

that during World War II,  
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the Germans had evacuated 

many of their museum aircraft 

to Poland as a safeguard to 

hide from the advancing allies. 

These aircraft remained hidden 

for about 20 years, until they 

were discovered by Polish 

farmers in the early 1960ôs. 

What mesmerized me about 

this collection was to see these 

aircraft in a natural state of 

condition. Unfortunately, this 

was not necessarily a choice 

by the museum, and instead 

was due to a lack of funds. 

What I thought would be a 

quick few minutes in and out of 

this building easily turned into 

the better part of an hour.  

 

While I was leaving the muse-

um, an unusual sight was seen 

out of the corner of my eye. I 

turned to get a better view and 

realized that armored vehicles 

were actually parked in the 

parking lot. Not a common site, 

so of course I had to walk over 

and have a look. From what I 

could discern, it appeared that 

the parking lot was being used 

as a storage facility.  
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My visit to the  

museum was a  

wonderful experience,  

and one that I  

recommend if you  

ever find yourself in  

Poland.
